Rewrite Guidelines 

For Paraphrases, Short and Long Answers, Papers 
For paraphrases:

 

· Use your marked-up original as a checklist to make sure you don’t miss any of comments/suggestions.
· Use another font color for changes you've made, or lightly underline them with a pencil. 
Additional for short/long answers and papers:
· You MUST do something with ALL of comments and requests for improvements. You do not want to find an SMOC (See My Original Comment) on your rewrite! Depending on what the SMOC is, your rewrite may not receive an improved grade (see IMPORTANT HOWEVER below).
· Use my comments on your original as a checklist. Put a check or other colored indicator beside each comment as you fix it. This will greatly decrease the likelihood that you will get an SMOC.
· Any comments/suggestions for improvement are FREEBIES and can be used as your own ideas! 

· An IMPORTANT HOWEVER for all Effective Writing classes – as a learning how-to writing class, I do not want you spending tons and tons of time researching information for rewrites when I ask for additional detail. If the information I request is not easily available in your research (5 min. of work or less), or if you cannot follow or complete a comment or suggestion, simply pencil an explanation in the margins of the rewrite such as: I can’t find the info.
· Do NOT make a new grading slip. 
PLUS for ALL paraphrases, short/long answers and papers:
· Remember to be careful. A rewrite grade can DROP. So, after your final printing of a rewrite, REVIEW your rewrite one last time!

· ALWAYS include the original paper with the rewrite. DO NOT STAPLE TOGETHER.
